2009 PRESIDENT’S CHALLENGE – TWILIGHT GARDEN

There is still time to purchase your Fat Quarters to enter the President's Challenge! Prizes and categories
will be announced at the December meeting.

1. Each fat quarter bundle purchase entitles you to one entry in the challenge.
2. Each fat quarter fabric from the bundle must be visibly identifiable on the front/top of your quilt entry.
3. Your entry must be no smaller than a perimeter of 100 cm (39 inches) and no larger than a perimeter

of 200 cm (78 inches). Your entry can be any shape.
4. There must be a label on the back of the entry that states at a minimum your name, it can contain

any other information that you wish to add.
5. All entries must be received by the end of the night of the February meeting. Winners will be

announced at the March meeting.
6. The form that is attached to the rules included in your fat quarter bundle must be safety pinned to the

back of your entry.

As a clarification, you CAN use as many additional fabrics as you desire as long as item #2 is maintained.
